e  Lucky door Towel Prize draws (minimum one per age group and gender) for all ages (i.e.U8 — 040 & Inclusive)

Supplementary Rules and Notes:
e  Competition shall be conducted as per the current edition of SLSA Surf Sports Manual except where detailed.
e The order of events may alter to assist with the smooth conduct of the Carnival.
e All competitors must have their age group clearly marked on their upper left arm.
e Marshalling for the Beach Runs close at 6.15 am North Cronulla.
e  Marshalling for the first U8 and Inclusive events at 7.15am at Cronulla.
e Marshalling for the first water events U9-13 events held at Cronulla commence at 7:45am.
e  Marshalling for the first beach events U9-U13 events held at Cronulla commence from 8:40am.
e  Marshalling closes for the Shark Island Ski Race at 12.30pm.

e  Marshalling all U14 to 040 short course events commence at 12.45pm.

e AllU14, Open & 040 age individual and team events will be conducted around the buoy courses
set for the individual legs of Ironman/Ironwoman events.

e The U8—-U13 will be conducted around shortened courses includes ironman and Ironperson.

e  The Club point score shall be 6 points for 1t through to 1 point for 6% for all U8-040 events conducted
on the day. Dead heat will share the allotted placing points, i.e. equal first both score 6 points and
third scores 5 points.

o Allevents will be conducted in block (i.e. heats (where required) and finals immediately following).

e  Competitors (including U13s and U14s) are not permitted to compete out of their own age group in
individual events except for the Shark Island Ski Race and the Open Ironman, Ironwoman and Mixed
6Person Taplin Relay races.

e A maximum of three teams per club in team events is permitted arms clearly marked appropriately.

e  Team events except for Beach Relays shall be conducted as follows: U8s, U9,
U10,U11,U12,U13,U14,U15 (for U14 and/or 15s), U17 and Opens (for U19s and/or Opens).

Max three (3) teams per club, arms clearly marked.

e  NO EVENTS WILL BE HELD UP WAITING FOR COMPETTIORS FROM OTHER AREAS.

e AllInclusive events will have two age groups <U12 Jnr & Over 13 Snr.

o  Where possible age groups may be joined together in other individual events to assist competition
conduct. When this occurs, individual results will be recorded for each age group.
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e  The Mixed Beach Relays shall consist of two males and two females who are free to choose their
order of running. There is a limit of three teams per club per event. ARMS CLEARLY MARKED.

e  Open Mixed 6 Person Taplin Relay Team shall consist of three males and three females who are free
to select which leg (swim, board, and ski in that order) to complete.

e Upon application to the Sectional Referee competitors may make up composite teams from
different clubs and may be awarded placings (but not prizes or placing points for their
clubs).

e The “Inclusive” events shall be participation only events. Clubs will also be required to provide
one to one (1:1) SLS qualified water safety for the Surf and Wade Races.

e  Clubs shall also be required to provide water safety for the U8 to U13 events based on one
water safety for every 10 competitors. A leader from each club is to be nominated prior to the
commencement of competition.

e Thereisa 12.30pm cut off for the conduct of U8-U13 events and 3:30pm cut off for U14-Open events.
Should time not permit some events may not be conducted at the discretion of the Referee in
consultation with the Carnival Committee.

e Submit entries online using the “SEMS” carnival manager system”. This is accessed via
https://sems.sls.com.au/ - please contact the Branch Office for any user enquiries.

o No LATE ENTRIES will be permitted.
e “LIVE HEATS wristbands” will be used for marshalling and results for all U8-U40 competitors.

¢ Inclusive competitors will NOT be required to wear a LIVE HEAT WRISTBAND for this
carnival.
