SERIES FORMAT:

5.1 The South Maroubra U8 Carnival will be conducted over 1 round and open to any SLSA financial and
proficient member.

5.POINTSCORE:
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6.1 Team Relays
Team Relays will not count to the individual point score tally

6.2 Count back
In the circumstance of two or more competitors finishing on equal points in the overall pointscore, a
countback will occur to determine which competitor receives the higher placing in the overall
pointscore. The countback will be awarded to the competitor who has the highest individual event
placing or number of placings. If both competitors have the same number of highest placings
(e.g. three 1st places in individual round events) then the next highest position (e.g. number of 2
placings) will be used to separate the competitors.
